During the first two days of clinic dancers will learn a short jazz routine. This is the 
routine that will be performed at tryouts. The third day will consist of revising and 
practicing the dance. If your dancer is in the junior or senior division, day 3 will also 
be used to go over special skills and tricks.

Results will be posted the day after tryouts. Each dancer will be assigned a number. 
Your dancer's number will be assigned during clinic. If you are unable to attend 
clinic please get in contact with studio director Abby McIntosh. Please remember the 
number you are assigned. No names will be posted when the new team is 
announced, only the dancers assigned numbers.  
 
Dancers will perform a jazz routine for tryouts. Junior and Senior dancers (Ages 
11-18) are required to showcase 2 skills. These 2 skills must be chosen from the 
skills listed in the”required skills” section. The 2 skills should include one leap and 
one turn.  

 
 

Attire  
All dancers are required to wear either a sports bra or a tight fitted tank top with 
black leggings. If you choose to wear a sports bra, keep it modest! The tank top and 
sports bra can be any SOLID color. This is your chance to stand out to the judges! 
Dancers are required to wear beige jazz shoes. Half soles and full jazz shoes are 
allowed. All dancers must wear performance makeup. This includes red lipstick, fake 

lashes, blush, eyeshadow and eyeliner. Hair must be in a slicked back high ponytail. 
Make sure your hair is secure! There should be no hairs outside of the ponytail.

​Beige Jazz shoes (full or half jazz shoes)

Video Submission  
Jazz and Trick videos should be two separate videos. During the Jazz video the 
dancer must state their first and last name, age, and tryout number. If your dancer is 
also submitting a skill video they should state the same information as the jazz video 
PLUS the name of the skill they will be performing. Please attach a piece of paper 
with your dancer's number on the front and back of your dancer's chest. If you are 



unable to take your tryout video at home, day four of clinic will be used to take 
tryout videos.  
 
Your dancers tryout video must show your dancers entire body. If your dancer 
comes out of frame, points will be deducted.  
 

Tryout video submissions will be on Google Classroom. Google Classroom can be 

downloaded from the app store or accessed through desktop. Music, tryout video 
submission, the jazz routine, the new team announcement and the required skills 
list will be posted on the google classroom. If you run into any problems or have any 
questions please email me at amac.dancce@gmail.com .
